She is currently
straightening shelves and organizing the storage room. Charter internet has been disconnected
and the library is on fiber. Equipment still needs to be delivered. Director Henkel is applying for
three grants with the Nebraska Library Commission and those grants require no matching
funds.

Public Comment: Renne Dabney, Deputy Clerk / Treasurer spoke to the Board about the city
revitalization program. The city has applied for three grants with one being approved for trees.
The city is in the process of getting approval of two more grants for the revitalization of Bayard.
